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The Bouzereau family is based in Meursault
where they have been growing grapes for
over 10 generations, and with two vigneron
grandfathers, one in Meursault and one in
Volnay, Jean-Marie Bouzereau has a rich
family heritage of the vine and wine. After
studying at CFPPA Beaune, Jean-Marie in-
terned at wineries both in the United States
and in Australia before returning to the
family estate in Meursault in 1994. He now
farms 9 hectares predominantly in the vil-
lage of Meursault with smaller parcels in
Puligny-Montrachet, Volnay, Beaune and
Pommard. Jean-Marie’s style is a perfect

marriage of restrained ripeness combined with traditional winemaking that results in exceptional

examples of the appellation.

Aging is typically one
year in wood, on the lees, utilizing 20-30% new oak.

About the Vineyard: “Poruzot, or Les Porusots ler Cru” is an 11.43 ha vineyard located just to the
north of Genevrieres. The wines made from this parcel tend to have finesse and are generous in

fruit.

Tasting Notes: Very round and flattering wine that combines tropical fruit and finesse. Mineral yet

weighty and round.
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
